I work with 1 English student. We meet once a week, on Sunday for 1-2 hours. It is 55 miles, round trip to her house from mine. Things are going great so far. We have only met a few times, but we had dinner together once, and are planning a trip to the fútbal game on the 11th. I'm looking forward to seeing her English improve. We are the same age, so we get along great.

English lessons are going well, just a lot of driving and has been less convenient now that his day off is Saturday. Originally, I had planned to stop at his house on my way home from work. but I have kind of become attached to working with him! He's such an amazing person.

Those are the "regular"/"official" numbers.

I often spend more time/mileage each week involved in additional activities related to teaching English and familiarizing students (and sometimes other workers, including a couple from other locations) with the surroundings and available resources:  trips to the local libraries, state parks, markets, cultural events, etc.  These outings provide context for language lessons and for workers a chance to get off the farms and enjoy themselves in a different setting.

Possibly the biggest success has been seeing the increase in the students' levels of trust and confidence - they're more willing to take the risks necessary to expand their skills.  Learning a new language and becoming familiar with a different culture is not for the faint of heart.

At this point, one student.
We study together for about 1.5-2 hrs per week.
I drive about 30 miles RT
Things are generally going OK. The student prefers to work on discussion skills. I am working with him to improve texting skills with me so that our planning is more clear.

 I am teaching one student weekly and an additional student  occasionally as a substitute teacher. Lessons run  between 1 and 2 hours. I drive 10 miles from my house to the farm (20 miles round trip) for each lesson. Sometimes a few additional miles into town for a lesson. I've invited __________ teacher to join us with _________and that may happen at some point. I think it could lead to realistic conversations, rather than staged based on books or photos, etc. ( which still function quite well with __________). 

We work on creating small stories and conversations using farm vocabulary and worker/boss interactions or questions and answers to facilitate understanding from some pages I've printed and copied for him. I encourage him to write a short story or conversation for homework each week then we follow-up with a discussion of what he's written the next week which leads to additional vocabulary, useful phrases and further questions.  So far, we've stayed in his house for lessons. I plan to take him on lessons into town sometimes. Things are going well and I'm gaining more confidence in teaching. He seems to be progressing and enjoying lessons.

I work with 5 students at 2 farms.  I do 3 one hour lessons a week.
I travel 32 miles a week and plus an extra 20 if I take _________ to Vergennes for shopping/money.

Things are going OK. I am frustrated with teaching English. I would like to use the method that Chris Urban taught us, but I can't always find a funny picture or a good video. I spend too much time planning a not-so -great lesson. It would be great for me to have access to resources that other people have found successful. Could we set up  a Google Doc for sharing such resources? That would also work for you to collect this kind of data.

I’ve been remiss in getting back to you but busy with work and a daughter’s wedding.
I had been working briefly with ____________in Ferrisburgh but had to stop a month ago because he wasn’t available several times when I went out to his house despite confirming my visit. I think he’s exhausted with his work and was sleeping when I arrived- he did seem enthusiastic about learning but attending to English lessons may be too much of a stretch for him right now.

I may be interested in working with another person in the Fall and will look for your shout outs!

I am currently working with _________ on a weekly basis, spending 2 to 4 hours with him depending on whether we are studying English alone are also going on some kind of an adventure or excursion. I have taken him to Bristol several times, where we have a bite to eat, go for a walk and speak English, meet people, etc. I have also taken him to my camp on Lake Champlain. Currently we are getting organized with the goal of his receiving his driving permit, which we recognize will be A process and take some time. He is definitely improving where his English is concerned. He is highly motivated, but has a little time extra in his week to study or practice due to his demanding work schedule. He is very appreciative and lets me know each time how much it means to him.

One student has noticeably improved all of a sudden; his understanding of to be and pronouns has noticeably improved.

I hope to begin with a new student in Cornwall imminently. Currently I am in touch periodically with 4 former students of mine (dinner dates, ice cream stand dates, babysitting, just check-ins by phone or e-mail). Usually my standard lessons last I 1/2 hours. I don't keep track of the mileage but will begin to now for the grant purposes. Addison and Bridport have been my students' locations in the past. I count having my former students as friends now a great success. Although I am working hard at learning Spanish, communication is definitely trickier because I don't speak well YET. Of course, scheduling class time has many challenges, too, because the farm workers work TOO long and hard.
